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Guidelines for use of the Warm Up Arena

The warm up arena is there to share – follow these guidelines and keep this space a safe place for all horses and riders ! 

The “warm-up” arena is the place for the work you will do immediately before entering the competition arena. The warm-up area is not the place to train a horse or give a riding lesson. 
You may only enter the warm up area up to 15 minutes prior to the commencement of your test time and only after you have presented to the Gear Steward. 

Coaches or helpers should not enter the warm up area, but should remain on the perimeter outside of the actual riding space. 
When entering the warm-up arena, be careful not to cut off another

rider. 
Slower gaits take the inside track.

Pass left shoulder to left shoulder and look where you are going.

When overtaking traffic in the same direction, pass to the inside

with care and plenty of clearance. Better yet, take a circle or cut

across the arena to avoid passing or approaching another horse from behind. 
Keep at least one horse’s length from any other horse.

Plan halts for the center of the ring.

When turning, check your “rear view” first.

Be careful how you use your whip AND your voice. Other horses may react more enthusiastically than your own. 

If your horse is playing up, consider others by leaving the area quietly.

Be courteous to other riders who are trying to concentrate on their

own warm-up.
