1. This show will be run according to Show Horse Council of Australasia Inc. Competition Rules.

2. Non-Members of Northside Riding Club, the EFA or Show Horse Council are advised that you do not have any Public Liability cover and should you cause an accident where injury/property damage occurs, you are not covered unless you pay the compulsory $20.00 Insurance Premium. Cover commences once the premium has been paid to a representative of the Show Horse Council of Australasia Inc.

3. All exhibitors and competitors agree to be bound by and compete in accordance with the SHC Competition Rules, General Rules and The Rules and Regulations Set herein.

4. A rider not suitable attired may be precluded by the stewards from competing in an event.

5. Hard Hats must be worn at all times.

6. The Associations accept no responsibility or liability in respect to any damage to person, property or horse at this show.  All competitors compete at their own risk.

7. The Association reserves the right to alter any or all of the programs without due notice.

8. The Association reserves the right to refuse any entry without assigning any reason, no claim shall be made against either Association.

9. If events clash, the competitor must decide which event to enter

10. Protests must be delivered in writing to the Secretary no later than one hour after the class in question. A $20.00 fee must accompany the protest and will be forfeited if the protest is not upheld by the disputes Committee.

11. No refunds will be given

12. Unless stated otherwise, ribbons will go the 3rd Place.

13. Horses shall be shown at the height shown on their current Measurement Certificate.  Any horse not issued with a current Measurement Certificate measured prior to competing in any Official Show.

14. Stallions shall not compete in Hack, Riding or Turnout Classes.  Stallions should compete in specific stallion classes only.
