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Northside Riding Club Risk Management Policies 

· The Northside Riding Club will appoint a committee member to be responsible for the safety and risk management of the club at each event. Details of the designated Safety Officer for the day will be posted on the notice board outside the Clubhouse. 
· Wearing of club shirts will readily identify committee members at an event and at least one committee member or delegate will be present at any event.

· At club events the Safety Officer or the delegated officer of the day has the authority of the committee to make any decision necessary in relation to any matter relating to safety. All persons present at any event organised by NRC must comply with the decision of the safety officer.
· The designated Safety Officer will inspect all areas of the event likely to be used, will complete the Risk Management Checklist and will address any issues required prior to the running of the event.

· Inspections of higher risk areas should be undertaken throughout the event.

· Events where appropriate will follow the rules of the EFA.
· Volunteers must be appropriately trained or experienced before commencing duties and should sign the Volunteer register.
· A First Aid Kit is on site and located in the clubhouse.

· Committee members supervising events will have access to emergency numbers, club membership lists, first aid kit and fill in incident report forms if required. 

Risk Management Information for Members

Northside Riding Club operates within the guidelines of the EFA and this document is intended to inform members and competitors at NRC events of requirements in relation to safety and risk management. 

NRC reviews its risk management plan annually and encourages members and competitors to report anything that they consider a potential safety hazard, to the Club President. 

· All participants should sign waiver release forms as required for each event.

· Dogs must be on lead at all times, dogs creating a nuisance must be removed if so directed.

· Stallions must be ridden by a rider over 18 years of age and should not be left unattended at any time.

· Riders must wear approved Australian Standards Association helmets whilst riding or at any time when mounted.

· Riders must have full control of their horses at all times and be acting in a safe manner or will be asked to leave the grounds.

· Spectators should remain in designated areas as directed and children should be supervised at all times.

· In the float parking area it is the riders responsibility to park in a safe manner and to ensure horses are securely tied while unsupervised

· If the parking area is busy tailgates should be put up. 

· Any horses that have a propensity to kick or bite, or has the potential to be a danger to any person or horse passing by, must be attended by a suitably experienced person at all times. 

· The function of the Gear Steward is to check that the gear complies with EFA rules, it is up to the rider to ensure their gear is safe and properly fitted. 

· Riders must be obey the directions of marshals in warm up areas to avoid congestion.
· Riders are expected to be familiar with “arena rules” in the warm up arena. These rules are posted on our website.

Emergency Management Plan

1. Designated Safety Officer or committee members to convene immediately at accident site and secure immediate area. 
2. Use PA system to ask of medical personnel are available on the ground

3. Administer first aid if appropriate to horse or rider 

4. Assess need for emergency services 

a. For example call ambulance (see emergency contact list)

b. For example call vet (see emergency contact list)

c. Placement of club member at St Ives Showground gates to direct emergency services

5. Contact members/non members emergency contact numbers – list located in filing cabinet for members.

6. Secure horse and locate float and vehicle.

7. Advise by PA system to all other competitors that everything is in hand and the correct action is being taken.

8. If first aid only administered ensure the rider and horse can be transported home.

9. Fill in incident report form and send to Secretary of committee.
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
